The civilization of the Aegean Islands parallels the beginnings of Egypt and Mesopotamia.  Also, parallel to these movements were civilizations in India, China, Japan, and Central America.  The Aegean civilization was sea-dominated and was the first European civilization.


Minoan Art is found first in the islands, the Crete and the Cyclades. The name comes from King Minos of Crete. Late Minoan Art is the first period (known) to be centered on the Greek mainland, the Peloponnese, or the lower peninsula.
