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PURPOSE OF MAKING TIMELINES: I want you to be able to see how the civilizations overlap --- or not, as the case may be. The timelines help you to group things together and see interrelationships. They make learning dates easier. 

Format for ALL TIMELINES: 

· Plot each civilization HORIZONTALLY/landscape style on two, or maximum of three pieces of white paper taped together. Do NOT use poster board.  It is too cumbersome for me to handle.  
· Each civilization or section thereof should be a different color/different line

· Make your line cover only the dates that apply. For example, the Archaic Period covers c. 600-520; Classical: 470-450

· Ancient civilizations, especially in the Middle East, have a lot of overlap

· You will see what works were done at the same time. You will see that you can round off dates and not have to know as many as you might have thought. 

· Plot major art pieces (draw from outline material) along the lines to it and show when they were done.  You do not to put every item on the outline, but the major ones.  The starred items are the most important. A few major political events will give you a context for the art. Context helps you remember.

· Look at HORIZONTAL timelines posted in the classroom for a guide. Do NOT start over with later dates below; instead, keep going horizontally. Do not produce a list; you have that from me on the outlines I provide.

· If you want to make your outline on a computer, fine.  Many have, but handwritten is perfectly satisfactory.  

· Two students may collaborate, but each must participate and each must sign the outline, and by doing so, each pledges that the work is hers. 

· Use 50-100 year increments lined up across the top of your pages, shorter periods for more recent (laid out landscape style).
