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This project began with a modest question from the College Relations office in fall, 2008: “How many people have attended Mary Baldwin College?”  Like many simple questions, finding the answer became quite involved.


We began by retrieving fall enrollments.  Some years, enrollments were uncovered in published histories of the seminary/College done by Mary Watters and Pat Menk.  College archivist Bill Pollard retrieved some by looking at yearbooks and college bulletins in the archives and counting student signatures in the 19th century registers.  From fall 1948 on, annual data from the registrar’s office were available.  We estimated new enrollments in various ways to determine unduplicated headcount of all students.  The final estimate of the total number of individuals who have attended, whether or not they graduated, as credit students from 1842-2008 was finally developed:

We did graphs of changing enrollment and annotated them to show important events in the life of the seminary/College that affected enrollment.  These annotations drew heavily from the Watters and Menk histories.  As the U.S. slid further into recession through fall, 2008, we decided to superimpose recessions throughout history on the enrollment chart to examine the relationship between national recessions and MBC enrollment.

The seminary/College has ridden through 15 recessions lasting more than 15 months (the current recession is in its 13th month).  The longest recession lasted from 1873-1879, during which time MBC enrollment dipped from 191 to 149, 22%, before rebounding to 199 in 1879.  The “Great Depression” actually featured an early long recession from 1929-1933 and a shorter recession in the late 30s. MBC enrollment declined significantly in 1928 and 1929, but that was directly attributable to the closing of the preparatory high school part of the institution.  During 1930-1933, enrollment actually stayed fairly steady and then rose to a new stable level, 300-350, in the late 30s and 40s.   Around the mid-1970’s recession, enrollment declined from 752 to 592, 21.3%, but any economic pressures on enrollment were amplified by the effect of the national move to co-ed education and leadership instability.  In summary, it appears that enrollment declines have been associated with about half of the major recessions in the last 166 years.  In two cases, those declines were over 20%, but in the rest they were usually in the range of 10-15%.  Over the 166 years, the average decline in all recessions, including those recessions in which we experienced no declines, has been 9.4% at MBC.

Wars, oddly enough, seem to have had less impact on enrollment.  Remarkably, seminary enrollment did not decline as the civil war raged around Staunton, though out of state students disappeared since travel was dangerous and supplies were hard to procure.  Enrollment declined from 1914 to 1917, but by the time the U.S. entered WW I in 1917, enrollment was rebounding.  Enrollment remained stable throughout WW II.  Enrollment declined around the Korean War, but that seemed to be associated with national trends away from private college enrollment rather than the direct effects of war.  The Vietnam War was the golden age for college enrollments, nationally and at MBC.

It’s tempting to conclude that leadership and demographic changes have been more critical factors affecting the health of Mary Baldwin than wars and recessions.  The seminary struggled to survive in the 1850s even though it was a time of general prosperity because it had six principals in ten years.  The seminary prospered in the early 1900s, despite multiple recessions, because it enjoyed strong leadership by Ms. Baldwin’s successors.  Enrollment dived at the beginning of the Great Depression, but that was planned with the closure of the seminary.  MBC did well through the ‘30s with a revamped college curriculum and strong leadership from Pres. Jarman.  The College’s very survival was threatened in the early 50s, a time of economic stability.  We suffered from presidential instability, and demographic upheaval as young women turned away from college to concentrate on child raising.  The College struggled again in the early 70s as women chose newly-available co-ed public and private universities over single sex institutions.  Once again, the institution experienced simultaneous leadership upheaval. 

Since that time, the College has enjoyed stable presidential leadership.  We have also arguably been ahead of two important demographic trends.  The success of the ADP may be partly due to the College having gotten ahead of the trend toward “non-traditional” adult education.  And the generally robust RCW admissions results of the last ten years may reflect early recognition of the growing importance of diversity in the student pool.

In the first chart on fall enrollments since 1842 we used shading to highlight the years of major recessions (those lasting more than15 months). The second chart shows annual fall headcount with annotations marked by letters.  The third chart contains the annotations. The final semi-log chart deals with the problem of the great range in the data over 166 years (annual enrollments have gone from a minimum of 50 to a peak of 2277 students). The logarithmic scale on the enrollment axis makes percent changes in enrollments comparable.
