Departmental Reviewer Designation 
We ask that each department chair and graduate program director at the College designate a primary and secondary departmental reviewer for research projects that may involve human subjects.  Departmental reviewers are responsible for the initial screening of human subjects research projects to determine whether and what type of review is required by the Mary Baldwin College Institutional Review Board.  By designating reviewers, you make it easier for students to find a point of first contact if they have questions about what constitutes human subjects research.  If you consider it unlikely that human subjects research will be done in your department or program, you may indicate so below; the Chair of the IRB will then be assigned as your primary reviewer and the Director of Sponsored Programs and Undergraduate Research as your secondary reviewer.  Departmental reviewers are required to complete a brief on-line training program.  Faculty, graduate, and undergraduate research are covered under this certification.
